The mission of the American Indian Studies Department is to provide for an
understanding of the historical and contemporary issues surrounding the
Anishinaabe people of Minnesota. Issues include but are not limited to the history,
migration, culture and traditions of the Anishinaabe of Minnesota and surrounding
states. Other issues explored include treaty rights, myths, customs and philosophy



of the Anishinaabe way of life.

American Indian Education programs.
