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The 2023 New/Returning Student Academy for dorm students was held August 14"-18™. Students moved into the dorms on August 14™ in the
morning and sessions began after lunch that day. Both groups of students attended many events together to inform new students and remind
returning students of the resources that are available both on and off campus. The Academy was not mandatory nor enforced, because FDLTCC
no longer offers sports programs on campus and coaches required student athletes in the dorms attended. Students attended on their own
accord and while the number of attendees was less than that of 2022, attendance was more consistent. Attendance was taken for morning and
afternoon sessions throughout the week, as seen in Figures 1 and 2.
